Others Noted in Attendance: Approximately 20 Residents of the Village of Westwood.  (A letter from the Chairman was sent to each resident and Post Dispatch notifying them of the scheduled public meeting of the Village of Westwood Trustees to be held at the Creve Coeur Government Center in Creve Coeur, Missouri) 
Fred Berger noted that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order at: 7:00 pm 

Presentation from Traffic Engineer - David Brammierer: 
Mr. Brammierer of Crawford, Bunte & Brammierer, provided the Trustess, and those residents in attendance, with possible solutions to reduce the number of vehicles that transverse Conway Road on a daily basis.  Some ideas presented to the Trustees were:

· Roundabout near entrance of Westwood Country Club

· Speed bumps and Speed humps

· Gated community (both ends of Conway Road)

· 30” Stop ahead signs and 30” Stop signs

· Stop lines

· Speed limit reduced to 25 mph

· Banning through truck traffic

· Restricting right turns onto Conway Road from North bound Ballas traffic

· Restricting left turns onto Ballas Road from West bound Conway traffic.

Fred Berger agreed to discuss these traffic limiting options with the applicable elected officials of the City of Creve Coeur and Frontenac to obtain their views and possible support.

Motion- Fred Berger made a motion to send a mailer/survey to all Westwood residents to gather feedback on the proposed traffic limiting options.

· Motion unanimously approved.
Minutes: 

The minutes from the previous quarterly meeting of the Board were presented by Dennis Pratte.  

Motion - Fred Berger made a motion to have the minutes approved as presented, and Phil Isserman Seconded.

Financial Report:

Robyn DeMott presented the Financial Statements for the Village of Westwood.  The Profit and Loss Statement (P&L) for the period covering January 1, 2006 to June 30, 2006 indicated the Village received $71,147.30 in income, disbursements of $40,472.16, and had an excess of receipts over disbursements of $30,675.14.  

The Balance Sheet indicated total cash and investments (Assets) of $238,434.57, and $0 of liabilities, resulting in an equity position of $238,434.57.

Ms. DeMott also presented the semi-annual budget for review.  The budget currently reflects a surplus of $12,698.14 at year-end 2006. 

Old Business:

· New Stop Signs for Conway Road - $30 each

· New Speed Limit Signs for Conway Road - $30 each

· New Westwood entrance signs - $700 each 
· Black bases for Street/Stop Sign posts- $600 each

Motion - Fred Berger tabled motion to update signs until road/traffic limiting expenses have been determined.

· Conwood Street Sign and Subdivision Sign – determined to be responsibility of subdivision residents to replace/repair.

· Terryhill Lane drainage pipe- it was determined to be in the right-of-way

· No indentures exist with homeowners of subdivision

Motion - Fred Berger made a motion to get bids for replacing drainage pipe at entrance of Terryhill Lane, seconded by Robyn DeMott.

Motion unanimously approved.
New Business: 
Dennis Pratte discussed the need to have a recycling and yard-waste removal option with the current waste removal companies.  He requested approval to discuss this option with several companies and report back to the Trustees at the next scheduled meeting.  
Motion - Fred Berger made a motion for Dennis Pratte to collect bids for Westwood waste removal, yard waste collection, recycling, and leaf pick-up (with both 1 time and 2 times per week service), to include valet service if requested and to report findings at next meeting.  Motion seconded by Peter Cohen.

· Motion unanimously approved.
The next two quarterly meetings will be held October 3rd 2006 and January 2, 2007 at the Creve Coeur Government Center, multi-purpose room at 7:00 pm.
