Others Noted in Attendance: Approximately 11 Residents of the Village of Westwood including Mr.&Mrs. Joseph Berger, a previous Chairman of Trustees of Westwood.  (A letter from the Chairman was sent to each resident notifying them of the scheduled public meeting of the Village of Westwood Trustees to be held at the Creve Coeur Government Center in Creve Coeur, Missouri) 
Fred Berger noted that a quorum was present and called the meeting to order at: 7:00 pm 

An urgent request was made and granted to Chris and Lisa Koon to quickly present their request for approval of a variance for a detached Pool House due to the proximity of the property line.  The Board discussed the request and suggested they 1) provide an exhibit of approval signed by each of their neighbors near the requested variance and 2) submit the plans for the project for Board approval.

Minutes from the last meeting were tabled for review to be approved later.

Financial Report:

Robyn DeMott presented the Financial Statements for the Village of Westwood.  The Profit and Loss Statement Comparison (P&L) for the period covering January 1, 2007 to July 31, 2008.  

The Balance Sheet indicated total cash and investments (Assets) of $299,044.81, and $0 liabilities, resulting in an equity position of $299,044.81.

Sidewalks on Conway Rd:

Mr. Gerald Cohen asked about putting sidewalks on Conway Rd that would continue from Frontenac west to Ballas Rd.

Fred Berger provided data from previous discussion that a similar project on Conway Rd from Warson Rd. to Lindberg cost over $2 Million.  The Village of Westwood would need a Bond assessment to buy and prepare the location of the sidewalk.
Fred Berger recommended that Mr. Cohen be appointed Chairman on the committee for sidewalk research.  Mr. Cohen accepted and Reed Shafer offered to assist on the committee if needed if it also included burial of utilities.
Westwood Country Club request to build Chemical Storage Shed:

WWCC requested to build a storage shed of approximately 700 sq.ft. to store chemicals for normal operations of the Golf Course.  The normal impact fee of $1.50/ sq.ft. was requested to be waived and seconded.  The waiver carried unanimously.
Police contract request for bids:  (Open discussion limited by the Sunshine Law.)
The discussion continued from last month about determining which Police protection should be contracted between the cities of Creve Coeur and Frontenac.  A question was raised as to whether Frontenac would have to hire additional staff to provide the additional area.  Frontenac felt that coverage could be provided with existing personnel and would not have to increase staff.

The floor was open for discussion from the residents about any strong feelings in support of or against either municipality.  There were no negative thoughts expressed about either department, but several positive comments about the current coverage with Creve Coeur.

When no one offered any more discussion, Fred Berger made the motion to adjourn for 5 minutes for the closed discussion regarding the police contract..
