Fred Berger noted that a quorum was present, along with approximately 12 Village of Westwood residents, and called the meeting to order at: 5:01 pm 
Minutes:

Since the agenda included a discussion of the plans submitted previously by Josh Levy at #14 Terryhill Lane, Fred suggested the normal approval of the minutes be delayed until the next meeting.  Reed Shafer seconded and was approved. 
· The Minutes will be printed for approval for the next meeting.

Financial Report:

Robyn DeMott was out of town and the financials will be delayed until the next meeting.  
· The Financial Report will be printed for next meeting and approval.

Old Business:
· There was no old business.

New Business:
· Mr. Josh Levy, #14 Terry Hill Lane, submitted amended plans for his property improvements as requested from the neighbors at #13 Terry Hill Lane.  Discussion was held with his neighbors agreeing to plans for the brick-façade with 2 windows instead of the total siding with no windows.  Fred made a motion to approve the amended plans and Reed seconded.  Acceptance vote was unanimous in favor of the amended plans.  Upon receiving the board approval, Mr. Levy and his architect excused themselves.
Public Comments: 
· Fred asked for interest in having St. Louis County present to the Village what would be achieved by using the County Inspector whenever there is a contract for a change of ownership in a property.  The item is left up to discussion with pros and cons being mentioned.

· Some complaints were voiced about enforcing the ordinance for not allowing a home business if it doesn’t meet the ordinance guidelines.  #3 Westwood was specifically mentioned as having up to 8-10 cars on a daily basis.

· A complaint was made about water drainage from another location onto their property.  The source of the drainage was not identified and discussion was tabled.

· With the water drainage issue, Fred requested an addendum to the approval for the Josh Levy plans to include a water runoff estimate.  Since Mr. Levy had left the meeting, Fred will contact him for including a water runoff estimate.
· A question was brought up about the water runoff from St. John’s Mercy Hospital and checking it for contaminants that flow into the Village.

· Fred asked for opinions about the enforcement of the single family dwelling ordinance within the Village of Westwood.  Properties on Conway Rd have been noticed to regularly have 5-6 cars in a driveway with 2 more in the garage leading to speculation that multiple families live in the same house in violation of our ordinance.  Discussion will be continued after Village ordinance is identified and clarified.  Some subdivisions in the Village have a clarified ordinance limiting one family occupation of a dwelling.

· Reed mentioned that MSD has just completed a contract for inspection of sanitary sewer lines to make sure that individuals have proper valves to reduce chance for sewer backup from main to the residence.  The report is not completed at this time.

· Fred will check with the Missouri DOT to see if there is any timeframe on topping Conway Rd as promised after the completion of the I-64 project.
Adjournment: 
· When no one offered any more discussion Fred made a motion that the meeting be adjourned.  Seconded by Reed.  

· Motion unanimously approved and meeting was adjourned at 7:50PM.
