Callonwood Profile

Geographically, most of Callonwood is just inside Union County, adjacent to the Town of Matthews in Mecklenburg County and 16 miles from uptown Charlotte. NC 74 and Interstate 485 are within easy access. With the majority of Callonwood in Union County most of the homes are in the City of Stallings, some areas are in the Town of Indian Trail, however, 4 homes on one block are actually in Charlotte, Mecklenburg County. Union County is noted for having lower taxes and very good schools. Community shopping, including grocery stores, pharmacies, and restaurants are nearby, some within walking distance, as is the Siskey YMCA with health and sports programs for every age level. Downtown Matthews has numerous parks, festivals, community theater, a farmers market, and library, along with several restaurants and other shops only a short drive away. 
Callonwood is a young community, a perfect neighborhood for families who want a quiet setting with neighborhood amenities and a convenient location. It’s a neighborhood with a good mix of young adults, new and established families, older adults, and retirees. Callonwood was designed for those who want a low-maintenance lifestyle. Several sections of the neighborhood have single-family homes on small lots. There is a Master Homeowners Association that maintains Callonwood as a whole while a separate Townhouse Association under the Master Association, oversees the special needs of the townhouses such as exterior maintenance.
There are about 500 homes in the community including townhomes and single family homes. The homes range in size from about 1380 to over 4000 square feet. Most of the homes have craftsman styling with front porches and stone and shingle accents. Others have a combination of front or all around brick. 
The community has a clubhouse, (middle picture on our web site) that is used for board meetings and numerous community club meetings. 

Our junior Olympic pool includes a water slide and an infant wading pool. It is open on weekends from about mid-May to Memorial Day, after which it is open every day from 10am to about 8pm (closing time varies on weekends) After Labor Day, the pool is only open on weekends until about mid-September. There are always lifeguards at the pool when it is open. The facility is for Callonwood residents only, but residents are allowed a few guests for a small fee.

Callonwood also has a large community park that is a resident facility with sport fields for soccer and baseball, and a playground picnic area.
