
Dear Callonwood Neighbors:

Over the past years  your HOA Board has strived to make many basic improvements in our community left uncompleted by the Developer  through new landscaping initiatives,  sidewalk safety features,  pool upgrades, common area  additions, and many other  smaller but needed  upgrades.  These improvements were identified and completed because the Board of Directors had developed long and short term community development goals to ensure we continue to plan and build a stable infrastructure by identifying areas to increase the standard of living we all have come to expect, increase home values while including items that would increase our enjoyment of daily living in our community.  The Board has long recognized the value of the significant diversity in our community with singles, young families, established families and retired households and want to include all interests.  


The Board of Directors has been developing an ongoing Long and Short Term Community Development Plan.  One area given attention is our community park.  It is one of only three community amenities (clubhouse and pool the others). Originally planned as a town park, final ownership was turned down by the town and left to the community to maintain as is.  Many of the original Developer plans for the park were left incomplete or dropped.  Callonwood was left with a small preschool play gym, inadequate parking, two team sport fields to maintain, a large common area with no community access, many acres of undeveloped wetlands, in addition to numerous situations of problem behaviors including vandalism.  The cost of maintaining the limited useable park proper goes on annually with irrigation, landscaping, and repairs.  These costs are endured through our annual assessments with a return of little enjoyable use by our residents.  In fact, many current users of the park are nonresidents who have little respect for our property.


The Board of Directors, through the long and short term community development goals, have prepared a list of suggestions and ideas for the park area to increase the use and enjoyment of all our residents.  We would like input from all residents to these suggestions and also any other ideas that you may have.  Please indicate the ideas below that you are interested in and also other suggestions in the blanks provided.  The Board will use this survey to determine what the interests are of our residents.
